2. While the PNP vigorously pursue various operational programs, anti-
criminality campaigns, and public safety services which contributed to the decrease
in crime incidents throughout the country, some sectors have expressed concern on
the alleged human rights violations by police officers due to the series of killings of
drug suspects as a consequence of the intensified PNP anti-illegal drugs campaign.

3. Although these claims are considered mere allegations, they could possibly
create negative public perception towards the PNP and the Government. Moreover,
a perception that there is a “climate of impunity” in the country would undermine the
trust and confidence of the citizenry and international community.

4. In this regard, all Police Regional Offices and NOSUs are enjoined to
strictly observe and adhere to the following Principles and Guidelines:

Rule 1, Section 1.2 of the PNP Manual on Police Operational
Procedures states that: “All PNP personnel shall respect the human
rights and dignity of the suspect/s during police operations;”

As servant and protector of the People, the PNP has the duty to
respect and uphold the rights of all persons at all times, and not
just those of the suspect/s during police operations;

The PNP, as a human rights-based police organization, recognizes the
principle that human rights are universal, inherent, and inalienable;

The universality of human rights simply points to the fact that all human
beings have rights simply because they are human, regardless of their
status;

Based on the principle of the universality of human rights, the view that
suspects or criminals have “lesser” rights than law abiding citizens is
patently false, misinformed, and distorted. In addition, since human
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
